Funding Application
Quality Check

1. Can a stranger understand your application? Write as if you are explaining to someone that does not know the club or tennis.

2. Is there evidence to show the need? Use local facts, evidence of waiting lists, schools’ interest, growth, ageing equipment, access barriers, etc.


3. Does the budget match the story? Ensure that the items you request are easy to find in the project description.


4. Are the outcomes measurable?  What are the statistics and numbers you have chosen to report back on.  Choose measures that ensure it is easy to report back on after the project. (eg retention rate, membership growth, number of sessions delivered, schools reached)


5. Is it funder specific? Match the wording to the funder priorities, avoid the same generic application everywhere. 

A good test is to give the application to someone outside the project and ask them what they think you are applying for and who benefits. If they cannot explain it back to you, there is a good chance that the funder may also struggle to follow it.
